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I. Temporary Protected Status for El Salvadorans.

As you know, Section 302 of the Immigration Act of 1990
establishes a new status--temporary protected status (TPS)--for
nationals of countries meeting certain conditions and so
designated by the Attorney General. Section 303 specifically
places El1 Salvadorans into a special TPS and describes the
special eligibility requirements and other conditions for this
status.

II. American Baptist Churches v. Thornburgh Settlement.

The same class of El Salvadorans are also the subjects of a
settlement agreement that was approved yesterday by the U.S.
District Court for the Northern District of California in the
case of American Baptist Churches v. Thornburgh (ABC), a case
originally brought against INS and the Department of State and
later interpreted to include EOIR because the Attorney General
was a defendant. This case involved the due process accorded
to E1 Salvadorans and Guatemalans 1in the adjudication of
applications for political asylum.

III. Administrative Closing of El Salvadoran Cases Pending
Before IJs on Date Certain in January.

In coordination with the INS and as a result of the
settlement in ABC, EOQIR intends to automatically
administratively close all deportation and exclusion cases
involving El1 Salvadorans who entered the United States on
