33 of 39 law enforcement agencies (85%) provided hate crime data.

What is a Hate Crime?

Hate Crimes: At the federal level,

a crime motivated by bias against
race, color, religion, national origin,
sexual orientation, gender, gender
identity, or disability.

Bias or Hate Incident: Acts of
prejudice that are not crimes and
do not involve violence, threats,
or property damage.
