Pursuant to further consideration and on May 9, 1957, the
Commission (Mr. Clay, then a member of the Commission, dissenting) set
aside ﬁ;s Pi‘oposed Decision No. SOV=230 and held that claims based on
securities payable in currency other than United States dollars, issued
by predecessors of the Soviet Govermnment, are (subject to the establish~-
ment of eligibility in other respects) within the purview of Section 305
(a)(2) of the International Claims Settlement Act of 1949, as amended.

However, fhe present claim is predicated on coupons which claimant
states were attached to certain bonds he purchased in March 1913.
Subsequently, he debached the coupoﬁs from the bonds, the bends were
lost or destroyed and thus, the claim is based entirely on coupons of
the 5%% Short Term War Loan of the Imperial Russian Government issued
in 1916.
